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                               These animals are in danger of extinction. Their scientific name is Priodantes Maximus. They live in Chaco, Salta and Santiago del Estero in Argentina.  They live in undisturbed forests near rivers. They are big mammals.  They weigh about 60 kilograms. They are brown and yellow. They have got big claws, long nails and very little ears. They eat worms, carrion and insects. They have one baby at a time. Babies are usually born in the summer. They live 12 or 15 years. There are very few of these animals left in our country because hunters hunt them to eat them. Sometimes, they capture them and send them to zoos or museums. Some people are trying to protect them and there is a law that forbids hunting giant armadillos in our country. 
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
