Quetzals are Endangered
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Quetzals eat mostly fruit; but also eat worms, frogs, insects, larvae and snails. Quetzals are poor flyers. Since they can’t use their wings they walk and run on their feet. Predators of the Quezals include the Kinkaioa, the gray squirrel, hawk, eagle and owls.
Quetzal, live in South and Central American rainforests and nest in rotting trees and old homes of woodpeckers or toucans. The female lays 1 to 2 light blue eggs.
The male Quetzal has tail feathers that are up to three feet long. They are brilliantly colored. The female’s tail is much shorter. 

The Quetzal is also the most sacred bird to the Mayas. Elaborate headdresses are made from the plums and worn in ceremonies. The birds are then released to grow new feathers
Even though there are laws against it the birds are hunted for their feathers and skins by poachers.
