The Rattle Snake
Many people think rattle snakes are bad and that they kill people with their venom and fangs. Although most are acting only in defense people routinely kill them as an enemy.
Most rattle snakes are an endanger species. One species, the timber rattlesnake, is disappearing from many states.  It is found in eastern North America but nowhere else in the world. It lives in wet areas and river bottoms.
The smallest rattlesnake is the Eastern Massasauga. The Massasauga is a snake with 29 to 50 dark dorsal blotches on its gray or brownish gray body. This snake also has a stubby tail that has a rattle tip. Baby snakes are born without a rattle.
It’s very venomous, but not likely to bite humans. Post-glacial changes effect the Eastern Massasauga’s habitat.
Most rattlesnakes are endangered through a widespread lost of suitable habitat. And the fact that people capture and also kill them because of fear of being bitten.
All rattle snakes are carnivorous. They eat rodents, birds, lizards, and other small animals swallowing them head first. 
Did you know the borrowing owl also copies the rattle snakes buzz to frighten predators away?
