Bandicoots

The anatomy of the Bandicoots range from 11-32 inches (28-81 cm) long, with an 8 inch tail.  The bandicoot is an omnivore, eating both plants and animals. Bandicoots need very little water. They get their water from their food. They obtain food mostly at dawn and dusk.
Bandicoots are marsupials. Marsupials (Megatheria) are pouched mammals whose babies are born in a very undeveloped state; the young then attach themselves to their mother's nipple. Many marsupials have a pouch that encloses the young. The Bandicoots pouch faces backwards so that dirt doesn’t enter the pouch.


Digging with strong clawed feet, these solitary mammals excavate long complex burrows. They live in the burrows and keep their food in there too. They have powerful, clawed hind legs.

There are 19 different species of the Bandicoot. They live in plains, forests and deserts.
Do you know why they are becoming extinct? People keep building cities and covering up the burrows.
