

The Red-Coackaded Woodpecker, scientific name Picoides Borealis Picidae, is from the woodpecker family. This woodpecker is found in the southeastern part of the United States. With the increase in the destruction of the woodlands, the Red-Coackaded woodpeckers are becoming extinct.


The Red-Coackaded woodpecker lives in living pine trees that are usually 80-100 years old. These trees are being cut down due to the growing population. This woodpecker is hairy with a black-capped head, red stripe across its back, and is about eight inches long. They eat insects and fruit. One of the most interesting things about this woodpecker is that both the mother and father take turns sitting on the eggs. There are usually two to four eggs at a time about every four to six months. Not only does the father help with the baby birds but also older siblings come back and help with the new baby woodpeckers.


Kathleen Elizabeth O’Brien in Columbia started the Forest of Trees where woodpeckers can stay and live in eighty to one hundred years old trees. There the woodpeckers will be safe and their trees will not be cut down and they will be safe.
