More than 50 million buffalo once ran across the U.S. Plains. A part of the American West, buffalo made the spirit of the U.S. early days, and are important to the survival of our prairies. Their eating and moving patterns helped define the prairie by keeping forests at bay, and leaving spots of short grass for prairie dogs and other wildlife to live.

Today, buffalo remain only in certain areas of our country's west, victims of domestication, habitat loss and illegal hunting.
