Reasons for Endangerment: Reasons for the Douc monkeys decline include hunting for food by natives and military personal, loss of its forest habitat and environment disruption by military activity during the Vietnam war including the wide spread use of defoliants and bombing.  



Other Facts

Social Organization: The Douc monkey usually travels in groups of 4-15 monkeys including 1 or more adult males and twice as many adult females as males

History of Distribution: In 1967 thee Douc monkey were thought of occurring in China (with only one female recorded from Hainan Island) Laos and Vietnam. In 1972 it was thought to occur in Laos and Vietnam. In the early 1980s it was reported to occur only in Laos and Vietnam. By 1996 it was thought to occur in Cambodia, China, Laos, and Vietnam. In 2000 it was reported to occur in Cambodia and Vietnam.
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What Is Not Included

Publications describing the status of species often list actions that have been taken for the purpose of protecting the species, such as legislation or regulations restricting harvest or the delineation of protected areas such as parks or reserves.
