Description: One of the smallest species of sturgeons.  Adults grow to be 1.8 meters long and can weigh around 90 kilograms.  Lives in northern Europe, Asia, and America. Its skeleton is mostly made of cartilage instead of bone.  The toothless mouth hangs below the rest of the head. It uses whiskers to pull food toward the mouth.  This feature helps it fish for food.  Its large heavy scales can be green, blue, grey or brown. There is a dorsal fin on its back.  It eats crayfish, snails and other small marine creatures.   





Reproduction: In June or July, the lake sturgeon migrates to the shores of freshwater lakes.  They breed in pebbly spots without mud.  The female lay from 2 to 3 million eggs each season depending on age and size.  Then the eggs are left to develop on their own.  Eggs hatch in 3 to 7 days.





Behavior: Lake Sturgeons move slowly through the bottom of a river, spending most of their time grubbing for food.





The Lake sturgeon is endangered because of heavy fishing and pollution.


The law prevents sturgeon fishing in places where they are rare.
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
