	A Narrowmouth Toad gets to be 22-28 cm. (1.5in.) The toad veins are gray to brown to a reddish color. The male toads usually have a dark throat. Breeding is usually in May-July.  The eggs are laid on a thin surface of water. They usually lay about 850 eggs at a time. Narrowmouth toads grow quickly, growing from the egg in 24-50 days. Metamorphosis takes place in 20-70 days. A newly transferred toad is usually 8.5 –12 m.m. long.  It eats ants, termites, and beetles. They live under logs or in moist areas. Young have distinctive, dark, leaf like patterns on the back that will fade as they get older. The reason for their endangerment is habitat destruction. What they are doing to save them is trying to study them to try and find out how they can help them, but now they aren’t doing anything.
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
